· If players do not behave appropriately 

their parents will be contacted and asked 

to collect them from the session.

Coach in each sport holds a Coaching 

qualification and that other coaches and  

assistants are sufficiently qualified. 

The club will ensure that any club mem-

bers and volunteers working with young 

people in cricket, hockey, squash and 

tennis, are aware of and apply the Code 

of Conduct for those working with chil-

dren.

Incident/ accident procedures 

· In the event of an injury happening at a 

training session the first aider on site 

will take responsibility for administering 

initial first aid support. 

· In the event of an injury requiring spe-

cialist treatment, they will take appropri-

ate action. 

· We request an emergency number on 

registration forms.  Please make sure 

that you give a contact number for  the 

duration  of the session. 

· Make sure that an incident/accident re-

port form has been filled in by the first 

aider.
