wear a gum shield and shin pads.

Junior Squash Safety Notes

All junior squash players under the age of 18

Must wear SRA approved Goggles and non mark-

ing indoor shoes.

Junior Cricket Safety Notes

All junior cricketers under the age of 18 must wear

protective gear when batting in the nets and for
matches.

Helmet, Gloves, Pads and Box

Wicket Keepers must wear a Helmet when keeping

“up” to the stumps

Cricketers are not allowed to wear spikes in the
nets
